Position foam tape in the approximate center of the tool box flange as shown in detail views below. After 
foam tape has been applied, using box cutters slit the tape in the crossbox slots to allow inserting of NO-

Thread the 5/16-18UNC x 3.5” hex head screws into the no-drill bracket rivnuts approximately ½” and allow 
brackets to hang freely.  Repeat for the opposite side. 

 
Position the NO-DRILL BRACKET and fasteners in toward the center of the toolbox as far as slots will 

allow. 
 
Place toolbox in truck bed and center toolbox between bed rails. Fully open toolbox lid to check 

clearance between toolbox lid and cab, or any installed truck bed accessories. Adjust toolbox placement if 
require. A notch must be cut in “over the rail” and some “under the rail” bedliners to allow the NO-DRILL

Set the SIDEBOX onto the truck bed rails as shown below. Allow NO-DRILL BRACKET to hang freely 

between bed rails and sidebox. Slide sidebox forward until the sidebox and crossbox are in line (or as close as 
possible) on truck bed rails. A notch must be cut in “over the rail” and some “under the rail” bedliners to allow 
the NO_DRILL BRACKETS to be installed correctly. Leave enough clearance between the sidebox and 
crossbox so that lids will open freely without contacting each other.

Position the SIDEBOX LEG BRACKETS vertically as shown below, to allow for clearance of the wheelhouse. 
Mark (2) of the (6) through holes in the bracket on the end wall of the side box.  Next mark the through hole for 
the truck bed floor plusnut location. 

 
Center punch all marked holes. Drill a 9/32’ diameter through hole (2) places on each side box end panel 

and deburr holes as required.  Inspect for gas tank, gas line, and/or any electrical line locations prior to drilling.  
Drill a 13/32” diameter hole in the truck bed floor. Use drill with drill stops set for ½” drill depth.  

 
Set the ¼-20UNC plusnuts into the 13/32” diameter holes you just drilled into the truck bed floor. Follow the 

plusnut setting instructions at the beginning of this installation instruction. After all the plusnuts have been set, 
position and secure the leg brackets to the side box end panels using the fasteners listed.  Secure the leg 
brackets to the truck bed floor with the fasteners listed.
